computers, video games, smart phones, they spend more time using media (an average of 6
hours a day) more than any other activity besides sleeping. The average 12 year old boy will
have already spent as much time watching television as he will spend talking to his dad
throughout his entire life. Is it no wonder that young minds are filled with what the media moguls
want them to see. They want them to buy things, be it sneakers, games or sports. Their job is to
sell and they will use TV to get teens to buy into the mass culture of promiscuity to sell their
wares.

Many teens, however, would like to do something positive. The energy, joy and love for life that
teenagers possess are too valuable to be written off or distorted by the culture of death. The
same zeal and zest for life is abundant in many of our youth. They seek what is good, but it is
sometimes difficult for them to find it.
