Make Room For People 
 
 

If you listen to the press you might believe that the source of most of the worldsô problems lies in 
the fact that there are too many people. Too little space and not enough food, oxygen, and that 
we emit too much carbon dioxide. Science has spoken, ñthe threat of climate is due to too many 
people.ò 
 

The theories regarding the ñpopulation explosionò have been expounded for the last sixty years. 
More people equals less of everything: food supply, economic growth, prosperity and the entire 
social order will all be jeopardized by an increase of people. Me thinks the Catholics, Muslims, 
those of strict Jewish faith and a few others, are now the culprits. 
 

ñPopulation control activists fail to understand that the Churchôs stance on population is not just 
traditional morality. Science has shown that reducing the number of babies born does not in itself 
solve political, economic or environmental problem. Rather reducing births often creates grave 
problems. Take Social Security and Medicare for example. In the United States and other 
industrialized countries, these programs are difficult to sustain unless each generation of 

taxpaying workers is larger than the one that went before it.ò ¹ 
 

If we look at other countries, birth rates have been in free fall with Europe having 1.3 children per 
family. Asian countries are in even worse shape. The population doom sayers forget that people 
are ingenious producers and have solved problems and are not just inert consumers. The growth 
in population has been the main driving force of progress throughout history. Obviously there will 
always be temporary shortages of certain raw materials, goods and services. Man can and will 
overcome all of these factors. ñThe world is not an overcrowded human ark, but is as it was 
designed to be ï a beautiful horn of plenty. People will be the ultimate resource.ò 
 

The real culprits that are causing the grief in the world are greed, pride, lust, jealousy and a quest 
for power. If we look at this morningôs paper it is the greed and lust for power, be it in Wisconsin, 
Egypt, Iran, North Korea, etc, all of these situations of discontent are a result of the misuse of 
Godôs gifts. They are not the result of babies being born.
